Performance of the debtors’ book
· The gross debtors book exceeds R1 billion and the latest amount at end of October 2019 is R1 598 745 603 (June 2019 – R1 373 437 700)
· The concentration of the debtors’ book is mainly in the category of household consumers
· The debtors’ book is an accumulation of debt over many years 
· The debtors’ book will continue to grow for as long as the payment level is below 100%, in addition interest is charged on the outstanding balances which also contributes to the growth in the debtors’ book


Impairment of the debtors’ book
· The Impairment on the debtors’ book as at 30 June 2019 is R1 039.766b and represents 75.63% of the gross debtor’s book
· Impairment for the four months totalled R50.9m
· Total impairment as at October 2019 is R1 090.66b, and represents 68% of the gross debtor’s book


Budget implications
· The budget is prepared based on an estimated projection of the payment level and not on the balance of the debtors’ book


Credit Control
· Credit control measures are to be applied to all household consumers throughout the municipality
